Official Minutes of July 16, 2020 Council Meeting
Approved by City Council at the August 20, 2020 Council Meeting

The meeting was called to order by Mayor Rozier with Johnny Myrick giving the Invocation.
Council members Grizzard, Key, Griffin,  Harley, and Otakie, Mayor Rozier, City Attorney Raymond Dickey, City Administrator Charles Akridge, and Assistant City Clerk Diamond Mixon were present.

Councilman Grizzard made a motion to approve the Draft copy of the Minutes of the June 24, 2020 City Council Meeting with amendments reviewed by City Administrator.  Councilwoman Griffin seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.
Councilwoman Key made a motion to approve the Agenda of the July 16, 2020 with the additions of Item #10 being consider a Major Subdivision application on Osteen Road and Item #11 being consider going in to Executive Session. Councilman Griffin seconded the motion and it passed without opposition. 

Administrative and Committee Reports:

Councilwoman Griffin reported from Recreation Director, George Foley that things are slowly picking up at Taylor Park. It is currently the middle of Coed and Men's softball season with thirteen teams playing until July 28th. Sign-ups for T-ball, Soccer, Cheer, and Football have started. 

Public Works Director, Ernie Grizzard, reported the pump at the Poplar Street Well stopped working and the motor had to be replaced. The pump was replaced by Utility Services with no cost to the City, saving the City $21,000. The motor is to be installed and the well should be back in operation next week. 

PUBLIC HEARING:

Councilman Grizzard made a motion to open the Public Hearing. Councilman Harley seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.
Proposed Comprehensive Plan Update - Mr. Eric Landon, Coastal Regional Commission (CRC). 
Mr. Eric Landon reviewed the advantages of completing the comprehensive plan. The due date for the comprehensive plan is October.
Councilwoman Griffin made a motion to close the Public Hearing. Councilwoman Key seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.

Councilman Otakie made a motion to open the Public Hearing. Councilman Grizzard seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.
Proposed Conditional Use for a Manufactured Home in a RA-1 Zoning District - Charles and Diane Hadwin - 307 Wallace Circle.
Caleb Oliver is requesting a Conditional Use for a Manufactured Home at 307 Wallace Circle. He wants to purchase the property and install a 1999 manufactured home. 
Residents at 321 Wallace Circle raised some concerns about the proposal staying in the family.
Councilman Grizzard made a motion to close the Public Hearing. Councilman Otakie seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.

NEW BUSINESS:

1. Consider a Conditional Use application for a Manufactured Home in a RA-1 Zoning District submitted by Charles and Diane Hadwin at 307 Wallace Circle. After discussion about the proposed land use, Councilwoman Key made a motion to approve the conditional use. Councilman Grizzard seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.

2. Swearing in of Municipal Court Judge Pro Tem- Craig Call - Judge Richard Sanders. Mayor Rozier swore in Chief Judge Richard A. Sanders, Jr. and Judge Craig Call.

3. PRESENTATION - American Legion Post 322.  The American Legion Post 322 presented a cooling tent to the Bloomingdale Police Department and the Bloomingdale Fire Department.

4. 2020 Census Update - Lizann Roberts - Coastal Georgia Indicators Coalition - Executive Director.  Lizann Roberts and Tara Jones reported Bloomingdale is behind the target in the response rate for completing the 2020 Census. She reported from beginning August 11th through October 31st there will be in-person visits requesting citizens to complete the Census. 

5. Consider adoption of the Chatham Emergency Operations Plan - Mr. Dennis Jones, CEMA.  Mr. Jones reported CEMA provides the framework for how the county will operate during natural disasters. City Administrator, Charles Akridge, read the highlights of the Chatham Emergency Operations Plan. Councilman Harley made a motion to adopt the Chatham Emergency Operations Plan. Councilman Otakie seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.  

6. Consider eliminating Average Sewer Rate effective October 1, 2020. Councilman Harley made a motion to table until the next City Council meeting. Councilwoman Key seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.

7. Consider a Major Subdivision application submitted by D. D. Patel at Little Neck Road and DOT Barn Road. Mr. Patel is looking to have five commercial lots and one large industrial lot. Raymond Dickey reported that zoning is already in place. Councilman Grizzard made a motion to approve the major subdivision application. Councilman Harley seconded the motion and it passed without opposition. 

8. Consider a Water/Sewer Agreement for Littleneck Shell, LLC - D. D. Patel. Councilman Harley made a motion to approve the Water/Sewer Agreement for Littleneck Shell, LLC. Councilman Grizzard seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.

9. Consider a Well Permit application for 304 Adams Road submitted by Brandon Paul. Councilwoman Key made a motion to approve the well permit application. Councilwoman Griffin seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.

10. Consider Major Subdivision application on Osteen Road. Councilman Grizzard made a motion to approve the major subdivision application. Councilman Otakie seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.

11. Consider going in to Executive Session. Councilman Harley made a motion to enter in to Executive Session. Councilwoman Griffin seconded the motion and it passed without opposition. 

Return to General Session
Councilwoman Griffin made a motion to return to General Session. Councilman Grizzard seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.

Councilwoman Griffin made a motion to execute the Affidavit pursuant to Open Meetings Laws. Councilman Grizzard seconded the motion and it passed without opposition. 


Mayor Rozier reported that this concluded the items presented for consideration for the inclusion on the Council agenda prior to the deadline of July 8, 2020.

The Accounts Payables were presented with Councilwoman Griffin making a motion to pay the bills.  Councilman Otakie seconded the motion and it passed without opposition.

There being no further business, Councilwoman Griffin made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Councilman Grizzard seconded the motion and it passed without opposition at 9:03pm.
